However, just to err on the side of caution, I called 
my bank and they told me this e-mail did not come from 
them and I should delete it. How can I tell a fraudulent 
e-mail from one that’s authentic?

ANSWER: Financial Institutions have their customers’ 
personal information and account information on file. They 
do not send out e-mails asking for it. If you suspect an 
e-mail to be fraudulent, call your bank and ask, but do not 
use the number on the e-mail. When calling your bank use 
the number in the phone book.
