Resident Spotlight

I introduce Roy Eaton to our community. Roy grew up in a close-knit family with his
maother, father and sister in New London, Connecticut. His parents made a decision to
enroll Roy in a college prep school located in Toms River, N. J. where Roy attended
the summer camp program, completed the requirements and was set to begin classes
there. Since the campus was in need of many repairs, his parents presented Roy with
several alternative prep schools. He chose the New York Military Academy and
attended there for the next six years.

Arriving at NYMA in 1959, Roy had no idea what lay ahead. He quickly adapted
to military life in a strict and controlled environment, followed orders, excelled in
the classroom, and became involved in sports and other activities. While attending
NYMA, Roy met and became friends with Donald Trump. He received awards in
science and was awarded the Parents Award for overall achievement. Roy was a
member of the Westchester County Champion bowling league and a member of
the wrestling team. He was promoted to Cadet and in command of Company G and
received the G.F. Riley saber for leadership.

Roy graduated from NYMA in 1965 and enrolled in Pennsylvania Military College
where he was a member of the wrestling team, the Pershing Rife National Drill
Team, and the Cadet Brigade Staff. He was the frst student to be elected Senior
Class President, Student Government President and Brigade Honor Court President
simultaneously. He was given the special title of “Outstanding Member of the Corps
of Cadets by the college’s president and was recognized in the magazine Who’s Who
Among Students in America’s Universities and Colleges.

After graduating from college, Roy served as an offcer in the Army artillery and was
commissioned Second Lieutenant. He earned a master’s degree from Connecticut
College in Math and taught math at St. Bernard High School where he established the
school’s frst wrestling team and during his seven years as coach, his team never had
a losing season.

Roy retired from a full and rewarding teaching career and moved to Naples in 1996.
Thinking about his life, he wrote his autobiography, “Soldier Boy” in less than four
weeks and with his wife Debbie’s encouragement, the book was completed and
published in 2006 and was endorsed by Donald Trump. All profts from Soldier Boy
are placed in trust and the funds are distributed to organizations important to Roy: the
family needs section of Veterans of Foreign Wars, The Pennsylvania Military College
Museum and The New York Military College.

In 2007, Roy was chosen to deliver the commencement speech at the New York
Muilitary Academy. Using humor and flled with valuable advice, his speech
emphasized the importance of the skills learned at NYMA and the impact they have
on a graduate’s life. That same year he was inducted into the NY Military Academy’s
Sports Hall of Fame and was awarded the Lifetime Achievement Award in Wrestling
at a National Sport Achievement Award Dinner on Marco Island. On March 5, 2009,
Roy was inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame in his hometown of New London
Connecticut, a very special honor.

He compiled a book of written words and photos of he and his wife Debbie’s years
together from their courtship through the present and presented it to her on a cruise
celebrating their 30th wedding anniversary.

Roy and his neighbor and friend,
Joe DilLalla co-authored a book,
The Chosen Few in 2008 which
1 highly recommend. Besides
writing, Roy enjoys swimming,
traveling, and loves going on
cruises. He resides with his wife
Debbie, sister Christina and his
dog Nikki at VVerona Walk and is
busy with other projects as you
read this | am sure!

Report A Crime. You Can Make A Difference

Nationwide, it was determined that the number of
arrests for criminal activity would double...if only
crime were reported immediately. Locally, three out
of every four arrests can be related to a call from
a citizen. You, as citizens of our County, have a
tremendous effect on the ability of law enforcement
to successfully bring a case to conclusion. Here are
some things to remember about reporting crimes.

*  Report suspected criminal activity
immediately...do not wait. The sooner law
enforcement can respond, the more likely they
are to apprehend someone.

e Be as accurate in the description of people and
vehicles as you can. If they have left the area
before we arrive, your observations will be the
only information with which we have to work.

* If you are not sure something is wrong, report
it to law enforcement anyway. It is better we
check it and fnd nothing wrong, than allow
someone to be needlessly victimized.

* Do not get involved or investigate yourself.
Report it...and let law enforcement deal with it.
Remember, the situation may be dangerous.

Law Enforcement is only as good as the information

- and cooperation - it receives from the public. You
are our most important link to your community. Help
us help you.

Bicycle Safety Tips For Verona Walk Bicyclists

A cyclist must follow the traffc rules common
to all automobile drivers. He must also obey
regulations adopted specifcally for bicycles.
A cyclist on a roadway must ride on the side
reserved for his direction of traffc. Ride on
the right side of the roadway...riding in the
opposite direction, so as to face oncoming
traffc doubles the risk of collision with a
motor vehicle.
In practice, most bicycle paths are also used by
pedestrians, skaters, and joggers. Cyclists on
a two-way path should follow the customary
rule: travel on the right, except to pass slower
users traveling in the same direction.
A bicycle operated between sunset and sunrise
must be equipped with a lamp on the front
exhibiting a white light and a lamp with a red
light in the rear.
A bicycle rider under 16 years of age must
wear a bicycle helmet.
On a sidewalk and in crosswalks, all bicycle
riders shall yield the right of way to all
pedestrians.
Persons riding bicycles upon a roadway may
not ride more than 2 abreast.
No person shall operate a bicycle while
wearing a headset, headphone or other
listening device.
A signal of intention to turn must be given
during the last 100 feet before turning.

-Turn left by extending the left arm

horizontally.
-Turn right by extending the right arm
horizontally or the left hand/arm upward.

10/ Before you change a lane position, you must

always look back for traffc.
